COMMENTS: 
 
This Mk I Swan 44 was built in 1990 specifically for the Swan charter fleet, hence the three-
cabin layout, which provides more sleeping quarters than the two-cabin version.  This 
modified layout has proved very popular for family sailing providing separate cabins for 
kids/guests whilst still retaining an excellent saloon with good, comfortable full-length passage 
berths.  After about five years in the charter fleet, this Swan 44 went back to Nautor in Finland 
for a complete overhaul and refurbishment and was then owned for a short while by a 
Norwegian.  She was then purchased in 1998 by a well-known marine artist whose family 
sailed her for two seasons from the home port of Yarmouth, Isle of Wight.  She then moved to 
Mercury Marina on the Hamble and wintered ashore in her own cradle at Hamble Yacht 
Services.   
 
She has been fastidiously looked after and as will be seen in the inventory below the present 
owner has made many improvements and equipment upgrades.  The previous owner has 
further upgraded the boat for family cruising, occasional racing and more recently she has 
been fully fitted and completed the 2003 ARC where she finished 31st out of 200+ on 
corrected time. The vessel is presented in excellent condition and has been optimised for 
transatlantic and Caribbean sailing. 
 
We sold this Swan to the current owner and he has continued to look after her in the same 
manner with a professional boating service operation locally making sure she is in kept in 
Swan-like fashion.
